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FINAL ASSEMBLY 
SECURING THE FABRIC 
1. To verify that the fabric is square on the rollbar, roll the awning in and out several times. 

2. Secure the canopy fabric or Alumaguard using one, #6 x 3/8" hex head screw at both sides of the 
awning. See Figure 11.  

• For vinyl (non Alumaguard) awnings, place screw through awning rail, polyrod and canopy 
approximately 1” in from the end of the fabric. See Figure 11A. 

• For Alumaguard awnings, place screw on the outer edge of the Alumaguard (not through the 
Alumaguard). See Figure 11B.
